Ed Jordan has been involved with aviation in Alberta and Saskatchewan since the 

mid 1960ôs when he worked as a flying instructor at the Calgary Flying Club.  By 

1970, Ed decided that the turbine aircraft utilized by the corporate world was where he 

should be and for the next 20 years or so, he flew, trained, and managed the flight op-

erations for Amoco enjoying the scenery of the Yukon, the NWT, Alberta and the 

western USA.  Luckily for us aviators in Saskatchewan, Ed retired from Amoco and 

moved to Saskatoon to manage the HS748 operation at Westwind.  But, after several 

years, when the CBAA began issuing POCôs (private operator certificates), he became 

one of its first auditors.     I think that at last Ed had found his true calling.  Through-

out his career, Ed was always involved with training, standards, safety awareness and 

as an auditor; he is most welcome at any of his clientsô hangars. When you are under-

going an audit with Ed, it does not feel like an audit-you are learning new ideas, new 

ways of doing things, you are actually enjoying the experience.  And, for many of us 

who have undergone TC audits, ñenjoymentò is not a word used to describe the situa-

tion.  Ed took on another ñjobò about the time he retired from Westwind.  He most 

graciously agreed to the wishes of Dave Eckmire and myself to replace Dave as 

SACôs member on the Nav Canada Advisory Board, and has very well represented 

Saskatchewan aviation issues and interests to Nav Canada.  Ed has always been a 

friend and mentor to younger pilots, so it was natural that he became involved with the 

SIAST/SAC Commercial Pilot Program. Thanks to Ed, the program began recogniz-

ing excellence in its students with several awards, one of which is the Ed Jordan/

Westwind leadership award.   Because of his dedication to the CBAA POC program, 

his commitment to continue on the Nav Canada Advisory Board, and maybe most of 

all for his enthusiasm for young pilots in aviation, Ed Jordan is most deserving of the 

SAC Industry Service Award. 

Saskatchewan Aviation CouncilðIndustry Service Awards  

Fresh out of AME college in Thunder Bay, Doug Chisholm arrived in LaRonge in 

the summer of 1975, went to work for LaRonge Aviation as an apprentice AME, 

bought part of a C-172 and by 1977 had his commercial pilot licence and his AME 

licence.  Doug then went to Sandy Bay to work for Bill Jackson as a pilot and an 

AME. As Billôs first employee he could fly and fix, a good combination.  Several 

years later, Doug returned to La Ronge to go to work for NAO as an AME where he 

continues to be employed.  He did not stop flying though and has accumulated over 

5000 hours, a lot of those hours in his Cessna 180 floatplane.  Doug is the northern 

bush pilot who has researched and taken aerial photos of geographic features in north-

ern Saskatchewan, that our province named  in memory of Saskatchewan servicemen 

who lost their lives in WW 2.(check in book)  Since 1977, the Cessna 180 has logged 

over 1500 hours taking pictures of nearly 4000 memorial lakes, islands, and bays.  

When a family requests, Doug gladly provides a framed photo of the special geo-

memorial site, 1800 to date.  Also, at the request of families, Doug has assisted in the 

installation of almost 200 permanent bronze memorial plaques at these remote sites.  

Two books have been published on Dougôs research activities.  Doug received a SAC 

Industry Service Award as our thank-you for his most thoughtful way of remember-

ing and honouring Saskatchewanôs lost servicemen. 

The SAC took great pleasure in awarding both 

Ed Jordan and Doug Chisholm with an Industry Service Award, 

and both were presented their plaques at the 

2009 Wings of Saskatchewan Conference & Trade Show.

The Saskatchewan Aviation Council is partnering with the Canadian Aviation Maintenance Council (CAMC) to 

offer a Quality Systems Auditor Workshop in Saskatoon on January 14th and 15th.  SAC has chosen to work 

with CAMC because CAMC is a federally recognized,  credible organization with an excellent track record in 

occupational standards.  The mission statement of CAMC is to develop, promote and administer a comprehen-

sive and effective human resources strategy for the Canadian aviation and aerospace industry.  We think that 

says it all right there. 

Assessments are key to both safety and quality management systems.  As a result, it is important that organiza-

tions have individuals that are competent in the roles and responsibilities of auditing. 

This workshop will be helpful to aviation and airport operators in their implementation of Safety Management 

Systems as Quality Assurance is an important component of SMS.  

Upon completion of the two day workshop and examination, the student will be able to recall the steps required 

to complete a successful audit and recognize some of the pitfalls associated with audits.  This workshop will 

also provide insight into related SMS components such as risk assessment and policy development. 

This workshop will provide the basic knowledge required by auditors in the aviation sector as well as a process 

for auditors to become certified in accordance with CAMC Quality Systems Auditor Occupational Stan-

dard.  This certification provides evidence of due diligence by operators who have quality assurance personnel 

as well as for operators requiring to engage an external auditor. 

For those of you who are well down the SMS path, this workshop is a must as QA audits will be required in 

your operation.  For those of you who are not that far down the SMS path, this workshop will guide your think-

ing in a more focused and systematic way.  

As of today, the venue and cost for the course have not yet been determined.  The cost will be enough to cover 

costs incurred by SAC.  This information will follow at a later date. 

This workshop will be held at the Saskatoon Inn and they have a block of rooms available at a special rate of
